Problem description:
The system can send email to users who register using a gmail account only.
Causes analysis:
After inspecting the original code, three main reasons exist:
1. lack of authentication information (legal email account and password to login the smtp server)
2. no net port of the smtp server is specified. Actually, different smtp servers may have various ports
3. base64 encoding

My work:
1. MailClient.java, this source file contains a class MailClient which encapsulates various kinds of interfaces related to mail functionalities. The main interfaces are as follows:
